Event Overview:
FRIDAY NIGHTt: Friday night we camped in the back of the property in the Norwegian area. We camped
out in theold fallow field that isjust to the east of Kvaale. Carl Holzschuh's Confeder ates camped at Kvaale.

SATURDAY: We broke camp Saturday AM and made our way to thevillage. Our two cavalry scoutsled the
way and we sent out an advanced patrol of infantry under Mike Binder to assist in scouting the route and to
protect our flanks. Thetrip wasuneventful. At the village we raised the colorsand near a grovein the village
center. A guard mount was put out immediately.

Therewasa lot of civilian activity in and out of town. We wer e suspicious of partisans, and shortly after
noon our scouts confirmed that they had detected partisan activity in the German Farm area.

Captain Sorchy marched usto the German farms. We easily occupied the first German farm. Besides some
saucy Rebel ladies, we encountered few problems. The foraging was ample with pies, baked goods and plenty
of produce available. The Dutchies aretoo trusting asthey really made little effort to hide their supplies.
Captain Sor chy quieted some of the sharp tongued reb ladies as he had them pull one of our foraging carts.
They sure gave the evil eyeto all of the men.

At the next farm, we had a different story asthe left end of our line was bushwhacked by some of the local
militia. We easily pushed them away, but did suffer a couple of casualties. Again we occupied the farm and
again we found ample foraging at the farm.

Wetook our prisonersand our forage back to camp. The ladies, with the help of our men cooked a splendid
meal from our foraged supplies. A guard mount again was put out and the remainder of the day was quiet.

SUNDAY:: Sunday was a very active day. Our guard mount had to stop several suspiciouscivilians. Our
concer nswere well founded aswe had one local pull a pistol and shoot hisway out of town. We sustained one
minor casualty. We also confiscated several pistols from the civilians that we searched. Captain Sorchy had
the local Johnniestake the Oath of Loyalty. All of them signed reluctantly, but they did it so they could get
back their piecesand their horses.



About noon we formed up and Captain Sorchy marched usto the Norwegian Farm area. Captain split usinto
two columns. The second column under Lieutenant Gerow marched across country. Sergeant’s Barker and
Binder assisted Lt. Gerow. We also had a cavalry scout accompany us which proved invaluable aswe

mar ched cross country.

Captain Sor chy’s platoon engaged the Reb’s down the entire length of the road to the Norwegian farms. The
second platoon, did succeed in its mission of completely surprising the Johnnies and coming up to the camp at
Kvaale from the unguarded rear. After a short but spirted skir mish the camp and the farm were secur ed.
One Johnnie was killed, one wounded and two wer e captured.

Lt. Gerow’splatoon secured the farm and Captain Sorchy’s platoon came up shortly thereafter and searched
the property. Therewere several rebel ladiesin the farm area. They had to be guarded but they raised an
awful fuss. They especially became tr oublesome when the captain tried some of the local partisansfor
violating the oath they had taken earlier in the day. The Captain showed no mercy to the cutthroats and they
promptly went before the firing squad.

Welearned a well found lesson aswe had onereb lady, if | can call her that, pull a pistol from beneath her
skirts. The Captain fought her off and got the pistol away from her. It wasa close call and likeit or not we
will haveto rethink how we deal with some of these female brigands.

Again we mar ched back to camp. Our cavalry scoutsdid a finejob of protecting our column and an advanced
guard was put out.

EVENT SUMMARY:

Thebest summary | can useisthat all of really had a great time. Rebel and Federal all praised the scenario.
Wewere very active all weekend and thetimejust flew by. The engagements, although they wer e ostensibly
the Third Wisconsin out foraging, werein reality more akin to atactical. There was continual skir mishing,
bushwhacking, and the use of our tactical knowledge. We put out an advanced guard both days. Sergeant’s
Binder and Corporal Gutzke were a big help aswetook advantage of their real world military knowledge.
We used skirmish lines, put out a guard mount both days, made Grand Rounds, and overall ran a good
military camp. Theimmersion aspect suffered alittle morethan | think all of ushad hoped, but overall it was
alot of fun, for us.

The park was very happy. Attendance numberswer e the best they have had in a few years. We had well over
1100 spectator s both days. The visitorswere delighted. We had a lot of praise and the spectator s seemed to
enjoy themselvesvery well.

Part of their enjoyment may have been due to how much they wereimmer sed in the action. Frankly a lot of
action put the spectatorsright in the middle of our scenario. Morethan once | had to work my way around a
spectator. | found thisa bit disconcerting. However, with the site layout, | am not sure what else we can do. |
think safety hasto be kept foremost in mind if we continue with a skirmishing or battle scenario.

Thecivilians did a great job. They had some downtime waiting at the villages, but on the other hand once we
arrived at the farms, they became an integral part of the day’s activities.

Having mounted cavalry and then using the cavalry in close coordination with theinfantry did add a lot to
theevent. Theartillery wasa bit more on their own with their scheduled firing demonstrations. Thiswas
basically similar to past years. Theartillery ladies did get involved with the scenario and they did a finejob.

Allin all, I thought it was a very good weekend. Everyone commented that it was one of the better OWW
weekendsthat we have had in sometime. | think the scenario was creative and got all participantsinvolved.
Oftentimesthe“ moments’ happen in the evening. We had moments both in the evening and during the day
time at this event.

NOW FOR THE DIFFICULT PART OF THISNEWSLETTER

Many members of the 3 Wisconsin Infantry are confused by all of the rhetoric which has been out there on the internet
concerning certain authenticity sandards and where our members and theregiment stand on theissue. Mog of you
attended the January 2006 company meseting, held in Milwaukee, which discussed this matter and had cometo an
agreement concerning this now, apparently, divisve issue.

Thisisafaithful narrative, of my interpretation, from my insgde position on the order of events and evaluations which
culminated in the withdrawal of confirmed 3 Wismembers, Joe Roman, Larry Hackney, Mike Wozny, Jim
Stradinger, Bob Cuevasand Jeff Diehl from the confirmed 3 Wis event at Old World Wisconsin Event on August

31, 2006. It wasreported that several past memberswere also planning on making guest appearances with Company
C. A number of other union soldiersfrom different unitsaso did not attend dueto the withdrawal of the unit, for
this event only, known as Company C. For your information, all of the undesirable ‘mainstream’ individuals which
were attached to Company C were contacted by the POC after the Company C withdrawal inviting them to attend
anyway, except for Roman, Wozny and Hackney.

Listed hereisthe end communication which was received from our former member, Firg Sergeant and Point of
Contact to Old World, on the afternoon of August 31, 2006. Now all of you havethe final communication in full.
After that, all can decide in your own mindsasto your own proper course of action.

| would like to remind everyone that Mike Wozny, Larry Hackney and Joe Roman are all board members of the 3°
Wisconsn Infantry who have the welfare and stability of the oldest re-enactment regiment in Wisconsin astheir main
goal. All of thefollowing cameto the forefront when it had become apparent that some members of the 3 Wiswere
being disenfranchised from their own event, otherwise there would have been no problem.

In order to befair, | will entertain rebuttals or just comments from current or former members of the 3rd, which will
be published in the next available Red Sar.

TO THE MEMBERSHIP:
From Joe Roman

This can never be short, though | shall be as brief as possible. At the 3rd Wis meeting in January the unit voted to
increase our authenticity standards as items wore out and needed to be replaced. All current kits of the existing members
were grandfathered in for 3rd Wis events. In April there was an exchange of, sometimes very nasty, emails concerning
the authenticity standards not being implemented fast enough, as some people wanted to bring in the campaigner groups
to Old World. Theintention was to move the entire 3" Wis forward much more quickly. | brought it up that the
campaigners could come, but that our people have the right to be there as they were currently outfitted. The emailsdied
out until the middle of June or so when it erupted all over again as | discovered some very disturbing behind the scenes
dramatics being played out. At FondDuLac, Larry Hackney, our treasurer, was told that his kit wasn®good enough to
participate at Old World and that he would have to borrow equipment and a uniform. Hackney wasn®going to do that. |
found out that Hackney was being excluded from the event and opened up the entire story to the unit membership. The
crap then hit the fan.

What | discovered was that Frohmader was planning to exclude those members of the 3rd Wisconsin which did not live
up to his expectations, from their own event, despite our agreement in January, in order to bring in the ONV. It was
posted by Frohmader, on the ONV website that ONV standards would be maintained throughout the weekend far the

infantry anly. The civilians, artillery, sharpshooters, cavalry and confederates were not expected to maintain a certain
authenticity standard. Frohmader was our Point of Contact with OWW concerning the September event, thus was our
agent and he did nothing to change that fact nor mention to our membership of his change of loyalties. | discovered that
on July 22, Frohmader had resigned from the 3rd Wis quietly on the ONV website under the his known name of
Balthauser, in which he said, “my wifeand | havebah reoantly €t aur meingtreamgraup.”. On July 25, after thisinfo became
public he erased this comment from the the ONV website. My conclusion was that he no longer, by his own statement,
was a member of the 3 Wisconsin Infantry, although he was still using the 3rd Wis name in his contact with Old World
in order to displace us with the campaigners. | brought this to the attention of the board members of the 3rd Wis. which
would be Dan Barker, Larry Hackney, Mike Wozny and myself. Dan Barker supported Frohmader, “ Oww sipportsDave
and hasaonfidencein him. OWW philosyphi cally doesbdievethat they shauld movein different direttionsand that diredtion iswith the Authenti c philasyphy.”
Wozny, Hackney and | decided to support the Regiment.

After speaking with Hackney and Wozny | contacted OWW and set an appointment for July 26 with Peter Arnold, Dir of
OWW. Peter said that he was under the impression that he was still working with the 3rd and did not know about
Dave®resignation, but that it was too late to change the Point of Contact position. We had to agree with him in that all
he wanted was a successful event and not get involved in our internal squabbles. Totally understandable. He asked if we
were still using the uniforms and equipment as in previous years and we concurred. He did not see a problem with our



CW impression. The next week Frohmader met with Arnold. Shortly after that meeting Frohmader emailed a scathing
attack on everyone in the unit, saying that he did not resign, but wanting to be placed on the associate list. He did tell us
how horrible we all were, etc, etc, etc. It was sent to all associate and active members except for Roman. Isasfollows:

Sent: Tuesday, August 01, 2006 10:15 PM, by Dave Frohmader:
Subject: Clarification

To the membership and associates of the 3rd Wisconsin Veteran Volunteer Infantry:

Item 1. | hereby want to clarify my status with the organization. There has been a misconception
that | have resigned from the unit. In my book, you resign from a position within an organization
-- not an organization itself. You quit or leave an organization. |, therefore, announce my formal
resignation as an NCO in the 3rd Wisconsin. | have no desire to attend any of the mainstream-
level events you may participate in and, therefore, cannot serve you in the field. Please keep in
mind that this has nothing to do with the people who currently make up the organization as | still
consider you al my friends. It is because | have discovered a more fulfilling and satisfying form
of living history that, until this year, never knew existed. | have been rewarded ten-fold for the
effort | put forth in this form of living history and | desire to concentrate my creative energies
within the realm of progressive Civil War living history.

Item 2. Unless situations dictate otherwise, Donica and | both would ask to be placed on the
associate membership list. In other words, we®e not quitting the organization -- but neither of us
will be activein it either. Donicawill be involved with a new progressive civilian organization
that isforming and | will be exclusively involved with both mess groups and both umbrella
organizations | currently belong to.

Item 3. Since | will no longer be participating at 3rd Wisconsin events, | will relinquish
possession of 3rd Wisconsin properties, currently under my care, to the unit at the event at Old
World Wisconsin. | currently have the unit® mess kettles (which includes a coffee pot, three
nesting kettles, two tin basins, and one skillet); the unit®wall tent with poles, stakes, and ropes;
and the company Enfield musket. These items will be |eft in the grove in the crossroads village
on Friday night of the event.

Item 4. | currently own the domain name 3rdwisconsin.org and the server space that the website
currently resides on. | no longer wish to maintain thiswebsite as | have five or six othersin my
care currently. The domain name will expire on December 7, 2006. If the organization wishes to
purchaseit, | will have to transfer ownership of that domain to whomever will take it over. The
cost is $35 per year for domain registration. This will need to take place prior to the expiration
otherwise the current website will not be accessible. Asfor the web hosting service, this, too,
will have to be absorbed by the 3rd Wisconsin. | have been paying $88.20 per year for web
hosting services. The next billing date for the account will be March 3, 2007. If you wish to
continue using the site as | have designed it, you will have to take over payment for the hosting
services. | will need to be contacted prior to March 3rd to make arrangements to transfer
ownership of the account to ensure uninterrupted service of the site. If you fail to do either, | will
simply let the domain expire and will replace the current web hosting account with a new domain
or cancel it altogether.

Item 5. | will supply contact information for the two events | currently coordinate to whomever
wants to take them over.

Item 6. | want to clarify that no other group or organization istaking over the event at Old World
Wisconsin, nor have | been working as some subversive agent for said organization. The Labor



Day weekend event at Old World Wisconsin is the museum®event -- not the 3rd Wisconsin®,
My work for the event was for Old World and | was doing what | could to ensure that | could put
together the best program possible for the museum. And it has been Old World Wisconsin that
my "loyalties" have been with for this event -- not any group.

| find it rather arrogant (and absurd) that certain members of the 3rd Wisconsin consider this
event to be "their" event considering that | do nearly all of the work by myself to pull it off. To
be brutally honest, it®been Terry Sorchy and | who have masterminded the last few events at
Old World Wisconsin. Without the creative thinking and attention to detail that Terry has put
into these events, none of them would have been nearly as good as they were. That, sadly, will
all belost after this year and you® be on your own. My sympathies to whomever gets stuck with
the mainstream politics, posturing, and general childish bullshit | have had to deal with for the
past four or five years. And it is those very elements that are so prevalent in mainstream
reenacting that | gladly leave behind me as none of that existsin progressive living history.

Item 7. Asfor my loyalties, that®simple. My loyalties are with my family. The same family who
has made sacrifices in their lives for this organization over the years. Each time 1@ on the phone
or sending email or updating websites or going to eventsis time away from my wife and
child(ren) and they make their sacrifices by allowing me to do all of these things. | have given
just about all 1 have to give to the 3rd Wisconsin and have sacrificed many thingsin my life that
were important to mein order to serve the organization -- and have received far lessin return.
Instead, after all that | have done and sacrificed for the 3rd Wisconsin, | am rewarded with a kick
in the balls and an assassination attempt on my character. Nice. But that is typically how

mai nstream reenactment groups treat progressives. | guess the 3rd really isn®any different.

Best of luck in whatever direction you decide to take in the hobby, folks. As an associate
member, | won®have avoicein your politics (nor do | desire one) so there will be no further
interference or involvement from me in the future. Y ou@e on your own. Please make wise
choices.

We then told Dave that no matter what his authenticity standards were that we were coming to Old World and will just
form a second company as thisisa 3™ Wis event. He actually relented on the 2nd company. So Frohmader named the
authentics Company A and the rest of us Company C, for the scenario of Sherman®March to the Sea. From that point
on Dave was constantly agreeing to the scenario and changing the scenario and adding to the scenario and then taking
things away from the scenario. We were informed of changes not communicated with. We weren®about to quit. By the
way, the Old World Event schedule was posted on the ONV website and NOT on the 3 Wis website as it should have
been, first noticed by me on August 30.

We had raised a company from different units as well from inside our own 3rd. On August 27, it was announced that a
new invasive part of the company A scenario included coming into town(our sphere) and spending most of the weekend
there doing the normal Living History stuff instead of the March to the Sea out in the rest of the park, where they were
supposed to being doing their @mersion© Company C was originally assigned the rest of the park with Company A in
town, but that was changed by the POC.

Some of Company C guys became confused and angry with afew nasty emails flying back and forth at this big
perceived change. Wozny even said that, "thisis high noon and that | am the Sheriff". | called Barker about this
situation and we all calmed down, as this situation was being worked out and WAS worked out. It was just the initial
emotional response.

It was discovered that Frohmader had kept Barker out of the loop during most of the controversy going on, thus no
communication with the people who are supposed to be in charge. So at or about August 30, Dave went to Peter Arnold
and said that these guys are dangerous and we worry about the safety of the men in company A. He must have shared
with him internal unit emails without conferring with Barker. Dave, now feeling secure in what he did emailed athree



page attack on us and everything we stood for and said that we could still come, but that we could not leave the town, the
Old World police would be watching us, no foraging etc. The full text isasfollows, initially emailed only to Roman,
Barker, Hackney, Wozny, Sorchy, Peter Arnold and Lisaat OWW and is here now, unedited:

August 31, 2006
From Dave Frohmader:

Joe, Mike and Larry:

Enough is enough! It has become painfully apparent that none of you like Terry Sorchy. | find that painful considering
that Terry has done nothing but try to help all of usimprove upon who we are as living historians and open up new,
better opportunities for our group. But your narrow-mindedness and inability to accept any change whatsoever has
blinded you all from seeing the bigger picture. Rather than appreciate the fact he was trying to help us all, you decided to
assassinate his character and make him the focus of your contempt. But, as has been proven in the past, nothing | say will
make any difference as none of you have to capacity to listen.

Here®your reality, gentlemen. Terry and | developed this scenario idea -- much to the contrary of what Mike thinks --
shortly after the meeting in January. In January, | offered this event proposal to the membership -- which seemed to be
receptive of it up until the point | proposed introducing progressive living historians to the mix. We went into this with
the intention to have one large infantry group that would bring forth a spectacular program for the visitors; and | was
very much against any mention of a separate column that would work independently of the main infantry group. We
offered to help the small number of 3rd Wisconsin membersimprove upon their impressions so that the possible 30-plus
progressives would be more easily enticed to participate. Based upon your receptiveness to borrowing over $7,000 worth
of Terry Sorchy®clothing and equipment last year, | saw no conflict of interest. You did it then, you certainly could
have repeated that now.

But the problem is that last year you did it for yourselves for one event; now it serves a purpose to improve upon an
event scenario by attracting more quality living historians to the event. And it was just for this one event. But none of
you wanted to see it as such and have decided to take it upon yourselves to do whatever was needed to work to the
contrary.

Since then, the three of you have decided it was necessary to go over my head and question my actions with the director
of Old World Wisconsin. Obviously, the answer you received was not to your satisfaction as | quickly found myself
called atraitor by your secretary and, despite my attempt to clarify the misinformation being propagated by him, both my
wifeand I, Terry Sorchy, and Nancy Troxel wereillegally removed from the 3rd®roster. Neither Terry or Nancy asked
to be removed and, as| recall, | asked that Donicaand | be placed on the associate member listing. Asaresult, | do not
trust any of you; and some of the back-room dealings |®@e become aware of have only served to validate this distrust.

Now | hear the whining and crying that the scenario has been changed and that it®@atravesty. Y ou know what? We have
done nothing but make modifications to the scenario to appease you and you still complain. There was never any
agreement that we would be working from opposite sides of the museum. That was Joe®idea. | didn®want two columns;
but to satisfy you three, | allowed it. | didn®have to and could have stuck to my guns, but | made a concession. But, that
wasn®good enough. The main column of infantry was originally going to camp in the grove for the weekend; but we
decided that in order to make things more comfortable for you, we@ camp at the abandoned farm on Friday night. It
wasn®until threatening dialogue coming from both Mike and Joe that we also decided to pull up stakes and bivouac
elsewhere on the museum grounds on Saturday night just so we could leave the village to you and your small group and
prevent exposure to the hostile environment you have suggested would be in place if we did stay.

There has never been any agreement. Y ou were basically told by me what you could or couldn®do. Thisisn®ajoint
venture as you have made it to be, and it is perfectly clear that you want nothing to do with the progressive group that
has been invited to attend. In fact, now that | am aware of threatening and posturing dialogue coming from both Mike
and Joe, | fedl that this sort of behavior has no place at this event. The people who are sacrificing their holiday weekend
in support of this event are doing so to help Old World Wisconsin generate revenue and to offer its visitors the best
experience they can. We have people driving in as far away as lowato support this event. They are not coming to pick a
fight with anyone; to the contrary, they are coming to give the best that they have and, in return, only ask for the
opportunity to enjoy the experience and the facilities that Old World has to offer. These people aren®the same caliber as
you obvioudly are. They@e not into politics and posturing and threats. They all come from different groups and work
together for the greater good of the hobby. These people do more to promote awareness and raise funds for historic sites
than any mainstream groups ever could. And they are just about the most public-friendly people | have ever come across.
Each of them likesto talk to the public and teach them and offer them the benefit of their research and knowledge. These
are al positive things and are things that should be part of the program at Old World Wisconsin. They could really care



less about you or where you camp or about your posturing or politics. Quite honestly, they have no desire to interact with
you at all -- especialy if you are planning on being hostile towards them.

The scenario has not changed. It is virtually the same aswhen | first presented it to Old World Wisconsin. The schedule
that appears on the ONV s site and the 3rd®@site is exactly what was agreed upon between myself and the museum and is
the scenario we are going to follow. Whereas, instead of camping in the grove both nights; we have made arrangements
to stay out of your hair both evenings. Y ou and the sharpshooters may have the grove. We will be marching in between
10:00 or 10:30 or so and will drop pack just about anywhere in the village but near the grove. Y ou®e made it clear that
you do not desire to gaze upon us, so we® stay out of your hair. We will only be in the village for about two hours and
will be heading out to the German area for the foraging scenario taking place out there. We will be out of your hair the
entire afternoon and won®be returning to the village area until 4:30 with the refugees and our foodstuffs. Our ladies will
be cooking the meal for usin repayment for providing them shelter and we will only be staying in the village long
enough to eat. By about 7:30, we are planning on leaving the village as we do not want to have a confrontation with the
hostile intentions of a very few small-minded people. We will not be returning until about 10:30 or so on Sunday
morning and will basically repeat what we did on Saturday for the Sunday crowd and will go to Kvaale instead of the
German area. Out of a 24-hour period, we will only be in the village around 4 or 5 hours total; and will not be anywhere
near you.

Asfor your foraging, your antics and threatening language as of late have put you in arather unfavorable position with
the museum. Y ou, gentlemen, are under the microscope with museum staff and security. Any and all communications
sent by you that contained threatening dialogue or any hint that there were plans for trouble have been forwarded to the
museum staff. | have been in very close contact with the museum from day one and have made them aware of any
possible trouble that could arise. The introduction of 1D cards was added because of your obvious attempt to skirt around
the same procedure that everybody else followed by trying to sneak additional, unknown persons into you group by by-
passing the registration procedures that were established. And, also, because of your behavior as of late, there will be no
foraging opportunities at any of the farmsfor you. Thisis partly because of staffing issues and partly because of your
overall attitudes and the lack of trust being placed in you. Y ou may forage in the village or in the woods; but all farms
are off limitsto your group. If thereis any trouble generated by any of you, museum security has been instructed to
intervene and you may be taken out of the event entirely. | sincerely hope it doesn®have to come to this -- but that is
entirely up to you.

There is no more room for compromise. Some of you have been very busy this summer to undermine the event scenario
in an attempt to either hurt Terry, or me, or to drive off the threat of quality and authenticity entering Old World
Wisconsin. Terry and | have put together an engaging program for the public that will give them ataste of what
Sherman®March was about. Our goal was never to re-enact the actual March to the Sea. That®idiotic! Our goal from
day one was to showcase Sherman® men foraging for the supplies they needed to survive on and to do away with this
common misconception that all of Sherman® men were bummers. The public needs to see that this was an issue of
necessity and not so much cruelty. As for the 3rd Wisconsin aspect of the event; you have over 30 of the best dang
people in the hobby coming to honor the memory of the 3rd Wisconsin infantry. They didn®have to, and Lord knows we
could have chosen any 20th Corps regiment to portray. But they are coming to honor the 3rd Wisconsin. The least you
could do is acknowledge their efforts by accepting them for the quality living historians they are and appreciate what
they will bring to this event. They are not here to judge you or belittle you or anyone else for that matter. They
acknowledge that there are some mainstream components at this event and have decided to support it anyway.

The event schedule has been set. It has been agreed upon and accepted by the museum and is the schedule we will be
working with this weekend. If thisis not to your satisfaction, gentlemen, or you feel you cannot attend the event without
causing trouble or picking a fight; then my suggestion would be to stay home. The museum istired of dealing with all of
the politics and drama that has been emanating from only a small group of people and will not tolerate any more
shenanigans from anyone.

The Flip side of the Coin.

Y ou could sum up the event at Old World Wisconsin in one word-Confusion.. It started over nothing more than
controversy over uniforms and ended up in a disgraceful mess. | am glad things went well for Old World, but at
what price?

At first only the infantry was required to wear certain uniforms and equipment in order to take part and please the
ONV. | however pointed out that it was incorrect for the type of event we agreed to portray and that re-enactorsasa
whole should be creative and have some fun coming up with their own ideas if they choose to. For the most part |
was ignored, except by our President who at least acknowledged the fact that | might have been onto something..
However, bullheadedness would not allow it and one of our members would not be allowed to attend, not to mention
afew othersif we did not meet the uniform requirements that were historically incorrect. | can assure you the entire
Federal Army did not have the same weave patternsin their coats.

Joe came up with a solution to this problem since it was our understanding that this was a 3 Wisconsin hosted
event. —a 2™ columnidea. Thisway everybody could attend and have a choice. It soon became clear however that
our POC who was supposed to be an agent for our organization did not have the best interest of the unit at heart. So
as the voted board members of the unit, we went to Old World and presented our idea, which according to our own
unit rules was our right. Old World thought that they were dealing with the 3" Wisconsin and not the ONV and
would talk it over with Dave.

Well there are afew things | would like to point out.

This was never a personal issue, but rather a difference of views upon uniforms and historical correctness. However,
it seemed to be turned into one by the POC. Remember, | did state that | did not want this turned into ‘an us or
them.” Company A and Company C was created — then as Company C grew, telemarketing began by Company A,
for fear that Company C may end up with more men. Mainstreamers as they called us. Remember it was the ONV
that did not want to work with usin the beginning, at least that is the impression | got from the POC statements. It
was not us, the so called Mainstreamers, that objected to them being there in the first place, but if we did not go



along with their equipment rules we would not be welcome at our OWN EVENT! | call this discrimination against
our own membership.

Remember, in the beginning, the ONV people were to camp in the main village. So in order to stay out of their way
we offered to do a march in the back half of Old World and educate the public along the way. So we began to get
thingsin order and prepare ourselves to do the job. Suddenly we were told that Company A wasto do the march and
we were ordered to the village where we were supposed to camp. Ok, now we had to change everything and in order
to do it historically correct we began working on putting together a very correct bivouac complete with plunder so
the general public could get avery good idea on what an invading army looked like. A lot of hard work went into
thisin avery short time. Two days before the event a statement by the officer of Company A stated that they were
going to march into the village and use the ground that was assigned to usasa DRILL FIELD!

Of course they probably
would not have been allowed to enter because they were not registered on the POC’ s web-site, even though they
had been reenacting long before the POC ever entered this hobby. | pointed out not everybody has a Computer and
if they did they would have no doubt been telemarketed by the Company A people, and they did not want to be
bothered by those people, hence the reason they requested that their names remain off-line.

Arrangements were made by us to bring one old vet of ours, Jeff Diehl into the park by a stretcher that we
made up for him in order that he could take part. Now it doesn’t matter if it is Jeff or me or you, because it has
always been the policy of the 3" to find away for all our members to take part in anything that we do.—we will call
this brotherhood. It used to be, that if one of us was not accepted- none were. This simple concept was proven at Old
World by anumber of non-members who were with Company C. After the three of us were chastised by the POC,
those fine men of Company C would not take part by choice, even though they were called by Company A people to
show up anyway. | know thisto be true because they told us. | find this most interesting, since there was this big to
due over uniforms and equipment in the first place and mainstreamers were consider 2™ rate by these people, but yet

| dlso find it interesting in the fact that Company A did not even bother to invite Jeff until AFTER he became a part
of Company C. Then he wasinvited to do this, that, and the other thing and of course he is now with them-“in
Spirit” 22P2000707?

People-you can judge for yourself what is right or wrong here, but allow me to make this statement.- As your Vice
President | was never consulted by the POC asto what his plans were, and for the most part | was ignored. Dave
claimed that he and Terry did all of the work. Thisisincorrect, they inherited the hard work of others from years
and years of building the event up at the park. Joe and | had offered to be a part of this current work, but were
ignored. | believe they wanted it that way. | believe the Old World event was nothing more then a play ground for a
select group of people and the true history of the 3'* s march was lost. | would also like to point out that your three
board members have been re-enacting longer and have been apart of the Old World event long before the POC
came on the scene and there has never been any problems or damage to the grounds at the park. \We are respectable
men and stood up for what we believe was right. We are well educated in the history of the 3" and would have
presented a very correct portrayal to the general public. Our effortsin this were consistently tampered with. There
was never any communication by the POC. In short, we were ignored and left on our own. So we did the best we
could, although there was always confusion from the POC. | really don’'t understand the reasons behind all this but
| don't believe that the best interests of the unit as a whole was the objective but rather personal views on what re-
enacting should be. The 3rd Wisconsin Infantry has rules and guidelines set in place and these were not followed. |
believe Mr.Frohmader as an agent for the 3 Wisconsin Infantry abused his position. He was not employed by Old
World. | also believe there was an act of discrimination in play at the event. -Some members and others were
allowed to take part even though they did not meet or borrow equipment to meet ONV Standards, while others were
not allowed to take part according to the conditions that were first put in place at the FondDuLac event. These are
serious conditions according to my attorney. Even the park known as Old World Wisconsin, thought they were
dealing with the 3 Wisconsin Infantry as the host unit. This meant everybody in the unit should have had a say and
should have been able to take part without standards being placed upon them by the POC. Only the name of the
regiment known as the 3" Wisconsin Infantry was used at the event with only a few members taking part, while
other members had a difficult time of it. | believe what happened at the event was not right and an injustice.
